he month of March will be full of important events in the life of
the Catholic Church. Lent begins for us in Cyprus and in the entire
Church of the Diocese of Jerusalem on March 20. Please see the article
inside for some thoughts about Lent and the key dates for the Lenten
Season. The other important event for Catholics will be the election of a
new Pope to replace our Holy Father Pope Benedict XVI.

Like all of you | was surprised when the Holy Father announced
his resignation. By coincidence the Papal Nuncio (the Ambassador of the
Holy See to Cyprus) was visiting us when the announcement was made.
He too was surprised and he said even those closest to the Pope, Cardi-
nals who see him and work with him every day, were also caught una-
ware.

Some have expressed to me dismay at the Pope’s decision to
resign. Since it is the first time in hundreds of years that a Pope had re-
signed it is understandable that we are all wondering a bit about what this
all means. As Catholics we believe that the Pope is specially called by
God and the Church to be the Vicar of Christ on earth. He is the Su-
preme Pontiff and as we accept his election and his leadership of the
Church, so too we accept his decision to resign.

The Holy Father said that he has prayed and reflected about this
decision over a long period of time. It was not something he decided on
the spur of the moment, nor as he made clear, was it a decision forced by
any person or circumstance. Pope Benedict made it clear that he freely
chose to give up his Petrine ministry so someone else with more strength
and vigor could take up the job. We will miss him and of course continue
to hold him in our prayers as he begins a new stage of ministry of prayer
and contemplation to God’s people.

As the College of Cardinals gathers this month to elect a new
Pope we pray for them as well that the Holy Spirit, as always, will guide
them in their decision. No one can predict with certainty who the next
Pope will be. Any names, especially those put forward by the secular
press, should be seen as mere speculation. After all the election of a
new Pope is not like some secular political process. There is no political
campaign, no media ads, and no polls. The decision will be made by the
College of Cardinals in a process of prayer and discernment of the will of
God, guided by the Holy Spirit.

We, too, should continue in a spirit of prayer for the Church, con-
fident in Christ’s own promise that he will be with us and His Church until
the end of time... and beyond. Let us make ready to welcome a new

Pope and assure him of our prayers and loyalty.

From the catechesis of Pope Benedict XVI for the Year of Faith [16 January 2013]
The history of salvation is the history of God with humanity, it is the history of the relationship of God who
gradually reveals himself to man, who makes himself, his face, known. The theme of the "quest for God's
face", the desire to know his face, the desire to see God as he is, is clearly present through the Old Testa-
ment. Something completely new happened, however, with the Incarnation. The search for God's face was giv-
en an unimaginable turning-point, because this time this face could be seen: it is the face of Jesus, of the Son
of God who became man. At the very beginning of the year, on 1 January, we heard in the liturgy the most
beautiful prayer of blessing upon the people: "May the Lord make his face shine on you. May the Lord uncover
his face to you and bring you peace..” (Num 6:24-26). In the Old Testament the theme of "the face of God" is
connected in a special way with Moses. In the New Testament this theme finds its meaning in Jesus, God's Son
incarnate. When the Passion was approaching, Jesus was asked by the Apostle Philip: "Lord, show us the Fa-
ther, and we shall be satisfied” (In 14:8). Just like all of us, Philip desired fo practically see God's face. Jesus
gave his answer to Philip and to us: "He who has seen me has seen the Father” (In 14: 9). In the priestly Pray-
er at the Last Supper, he says to the Father: "I have manifested your name to the men... T made known to
them your name" (cf. Jn 17: 6; 6: 26). The phrase: "name of God", means God as the One who is present among
men and women. The desire to know God truly, to see God's face, is innate in every human being, even in
atheists. This desire is fulfilled in following Christ, in this way we see his back and, in the end, we see God too
as a friend, in Christ's face we see his face.
